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The Herbert and Jane Dwight Working Group
on Islamism and the International Order seeks
to engage in the task of reversing Islamic radi-
calism through reforming and strengthening
the legitimate role of the state across the entire
Muslim world. Efforts will draw on the intellec-
tual resources of an array of scholars and prac-
titioners from within the United States and
abroad, to foster the pursuit of modernity,
human flourishing, and the rule of law and rea-
son in Islamic lands—developments that are
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critical to the very order of the international
system.

The Working Group is chaired by Hoover
fellows Fouad Ajami and Charles Hill with an
active participation of Director John Raisian.
